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Mandatory elements
Regardless of type, every manuscript must include the following components: title, author information, abstract, keywords, introduction, conclusions, acknowledgements/funding/conflict of interest, and references.
Empirical and theoretical articles must also contain a Materials and Methods section, whereas review articles integrate a brief methodological description within the introduction.
For empirical and theoretical works the Results and Discussion section presents data and interpretation; in review papers the material is organised by thematic subsections.
Title and authors
The title should contain no more than 12 words, be provided in Ukrainian and English, use uppercase letters in bold, and be centred.
Author information (in both languages) includes full names, academic degree and position, unit and full name of the institution, address, and ORCID.
Abstract and keywords
The abstract is written in both English and Ukrainian, between 200 and 300 words, informative and structured (relevance, aim, methods, principal results, practical significance), without abbreviations or references.
Keywords (5–7) should not repeat the title.
Main sections
· Introduction: describes the relevance and current state of the problem, analyses seven to ten studies from the last 3–5 years, and sets out the aim, objectives and novelty.
· Materials and Methods: explains the research stages and justifies the selection of methods to allow reproducibility; mandatory for empirical and theoretical papers.
· Results and Discussion: presents data and analysis; tables and figures include statistical processing and notes; avoid unnecessary repetition and description; the discussion compares findings with existing literature.
· Conclusions: summarise results concisely, align with the purpose and title, and indicate future research directions.
· Acknowledgements, Funding, Conflict of interest: thank contributors or sponsors, specify funding sources, and disclose any potential conflicts; if none, state ‘None’.
Formatting and layout
· [image: ]Language: manuscripts are submitted in English; the title and abstract are also provided in Ukrainian.
· [image: ]File format: MS Word (DOC/DOCX); A4 page with 2 cm margins; Times New Roman, 12 pt, line spacing 1.0; justified alignment; minimum of 4,000 words excluding abstract and references.
· Tables, figures, graphs: numbered sequentially; placed immediately after first mention; captions below each illustration with sources and notes; images of high quality; data in tables use 10 pt font.
· Formulas: created using Equation Editor; variables in italics; equations centred and numbered.
References
In‑text citations are enclosed in round brackets with the author’s surname and year, for example: (Vallo, 2024). References are arranged alphabetically and formatted according to APA 6th style; transliteration is not permitted.
A minimum of 20 sources is recommended for empirical and theoretical papers and 40 for review papers; at least half should be published within the past three years, and about 30 % should be indexed in Scopus or Web of Science.
